
Monday’s Teaching: 18:10-20

Monday Bible Reading
Ezekiel 34:11–16 — God promises to personally seek and restore His lost sheep
Luke 15 — The three parables about finding what is lost

Tuesday Bible Reading
James 5:19–20 — Restoring a sinner saves a soul from death
1 Corinthians 5:1–13 — Church discipline for the sake of redemption
Galatians 4:21-31 - high mount Jerusalem 

Wednesday Bible Reading
Galatians 6:1–2 — Restoring others with gentleness 
Matthew 12:1-32 - the sheep in a pit
John 10:1-18 - Jesus the good shepherd 

Discussion Questions:

·  How does Jesus’ image of the shepherd challenge common ideas about church discipline?
· Why is pursuing a wandering believer necessary for Godly community? How do we make sure we do this as an act of love rather than out of an unhealthy desire for control?
· What fears keep people from addressing sin directly and graciously? What about you?
· How does understanding binding and loosing guard against misuse of authority?
· Who might God be calling you to pursue gently rather than avoid?


Thursday’s Teaching: Genesis 7:1-10

Thursday Bible Reading
Hebrews 11:7-16 – Noah’s faith and obedience
Matthew 24:36-51 – Jesus compares His coming to the days of Noah

Friday Bible Reading
Genesis 7:1-10 original passage 
Exodus 12:14-32 – Entering the house marked for salvation

Saturday Bible Reading
Joshua 6 – Seven-day obedience before deliverance
Matthew 7:24–29 – Obedience as the foundation that survives the flood

Discussion Questions:

1. Why do you think God asked Noah to wait seven days before the flood began? What does this teach us about the nature of waiting on the Lord?
2. What does Noah’s obedience teach us about trusting God when nothing seems to be happening?
3. How does being “in the ark” shape the way you think about salvation in Christ?
4. Where might God be calling you to wait in faith rather than rush ahead even though you might be able to make something happen?
5. How does this passage reshape your understanding of God’s patience and judgment?
