
Monday’s Teaching: Matthew 16:1-12

Monday Bible Reading
· Jonah 1 sending Jonah
· Jonah 2 swallowing Jonah

Tuesday Bible Reading
· Jonah 3 saving Jonah
· Matthew 12:38-42 the sign of Jonah

Wednesday Bible Reading
· Exodus 16:1-8, 17:1-7 the people of Israel test the Lord
· Galatians 5:1-12 a little leaven

Discussion Questions:

1. What does the Pharisees’ demand for “more signs” reveal about the human heart? Where do you see that same pattern in yourself at times? (The desire for more evidence)
2. In what areas of your life are you more discerning (knowledgeable) about worldly information (weather, finances, politics) than the spiritual guidance and revelation of God?
3. What kind of “leaven” (false teaching, pride, legalism, skepticism, comfort, etc.) have you allowed in your life? And, how has it shaped your thinking without you noticing?
4. What worldly concerns tend to drown out God’s voice in your life—money, security, relationships, schedule, reputation—and how does that limit your spiritual understanding?
5. Where has spiritual forgetfulness kept you from understanding what God is doing now? What past work of God do you need to intentionally remember this week?

Wednesday’s Teaching: Genesis 3:14-19

Friday Bible Reading

· Genesis 4:1-8 sin desiring for Cain and conquering him


Discussion Questions:

1. Where do you see the effects of the fall most clearly in your life—your work, your relationships, or your internal identity? And, how are you pushing back with the light of Jesus?
2. How does the promise of the woman’s seed (Genesis 3:15) reshape the way you view spiritual warfare and your daily struggles with temptation?
3. In what ways do you attempt to gain power, control, or significance outside of God’s design—much like Adam and Eve reached beyond God’s boundaries?
4. How have the consequences of sin affected your closest relationships, and how is God inviting you to pursue restoration and humility?
5. What part of Adam’s consequence resonates most deeply with you—work becoming harder, feeling distant from God, or the experience of returning to dust—and why?
